Photographer, Tony Briggs:

Tony Briggs Bsc* is a photographer and director with over 21 years experience. Originally from Sunderland, Tony moved to London after leaving Newcastle College of Arts & Technology in 1985. His first break was working full-time for the BBC in 1988. 

He began his distinguished career in freelance photography in 1989.

He spent most of his early career working for London record companies; Acid Jazz, Go Discs, MCA and London Style Magazines; The Face, ID, Dazed and Confused and went on to shoot the first major fashion stories for Loaded, helping kick off the Loaded phenomenon. 

Tony has undertaken portrait sessions for Sacha Baron-Cohen, Kate Moss, Jimmy Carr as well as many more. They no longer return his calls. Still, many do. He has consistently shot some of the UK’s finest comedians, sporting heroes, musicians and actors and of course, his personal heroes, Paul Weller, Ocean Colour Scene and Kestrels. 

Various TV appearances include a commercial endorsement for Carl Zeiss, as a mentor in BBC2's acclaimed documentary series “Apply Immediately” and shooting Johnny Vaughan on Richard & Judy!

Numerous awards and commendations include the Northern Rock Building Society School Photography Competition 1979 - 1st, 2nd and 3rd (his mother made him give back 2nd and 3rd) and more recently, London Photographer of the Year 2004. He continues to work his ‘quirky and irreverent’ style with some of the world’s top performers.

Sony Ericsson Designer, Martin Wezowski:

Martin’s background is very mixed. He started off working as a Construction Engineer, after which he left to pursue a career in rock music. Several albums and tours later, it was clear to Martin that design in any form is his driving force.

It was his love for the immediate satisfaction of taking a digital image and the instant possibility to share the image, that led him to a job designing Sony Ericsson Cyber-shot phones.
Now Martin works as senior designer at Sony Ericsson’s Creative Design Centre, working on his speciality, Human Interface design. Since starting work at SEMC three years ago he has been conducting studies on design and development for Sony Ericsson’s sub brand Cyber-Shot™ and all related products. His work on the Sony Ericsson K800 acquired him the Presidents award for "best design 2006", 

Reuters UK & Ireland Chief of Photography, David Viggers
David Viggers was born in Nottingham in 1954. He attended school in Windsor after which he studied Fine Art at Brighton Art College. 
He started working as a freelance press photographer based in Rome for UK, US and Canadian newpapers and news magazines. 

Following this, he went to The Associated Press in Rome and Lisbon, before joining Reuters when they started their picture service in 1984. 
During his career with Reuters he has had postings as Chief Photographer in various European capitals, travelled with Popes and Presidents and worked at various sports events all over the World. 

It was during this time that he spent 10 months a year on the road travelling from one breaking news story to the next.
In his previous job as News Editor Europe, Middle East and Africa he was responsible among other things for Reuters coverage of the Second Gulf War, as well as the content and quality of the global pictures service. Three years ago Reuters took the decision to centralise picture trafficking functions in Singapore from London and Washington and to redeploy previously centralised pictures resources into the field. David is now running the UK pictures reporting operation in London, as part of a widely dispersed but closely linked virtual management team.
Liu Heung Shing (B. 1951.) 
World class photographer Liu was born in 1951 in Hong Kong. As a graduate of Laude of Hunter College, New York City University, he has gone on to become an award winning photographer.

ParisPhoto magazine in 2005 named Liu Heung Shing one of the 100 most influential figures in contemporary photography.

Currently Liu serves as a senior advisor to CAA (Creative Artists Agency, Los Angeles, USA). He is also an advisor to the Shanghai Special Olympics 2008 and Shanghai World Expo 2010.

Liu’s past is just as impressive, he joined News Corporation (China) in September 2000 to 2005 as Executive Vice President of Corporate Communications, having been Director of Business Development for Time Warner in China from October 1997 to August 2000. He worked as Editor-In-Chief and launched a regional Chinese language Life/Style monthly magazine entitled The Chinese, which was widely distributed in Malaysia, Singapore, Thailand, Taiwan, Hong Kong and China between 1993 and 1997.

Liu has also written several books including China After Mao (Penguin 1982), USSR: Collapse of an Empire (Associated Press 1992) and China, Portrait of a Country, a large format book of photography, which is to be published in June 2008 in six languages worldwide.
Liu has been awarded numerous prizes for his work including the Pulitzer Prize in 1992 for Spot News Photography, on the coverage of the Soviet Union, he was awarded by Overseas Press Club in 1991 for his coverage of the Soviet Union. In 1989, Liu won Picture of the Year (University of Missouri) for his coverage of Tiananmen Incident; and in the same year, he was named Best Photographer by Associated Press Managing Editors.
